The
article represents the peculiarities of self-representation and the meth-
ods of its construction by a clergyman of the 10*® century Liutprand of
Cremona in his works «Antapodosis» and «Homelia Paschalis». Recre-
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ating the features of Liutprand’s biography from sources and analyzing
the latest historiography, the author proves that portraying himself as
a skilled diplomat, scientist and intellectual, a connoisseur of the Greek
language, Liutprand aimed to make a career at the court of Emperor
Otto I, trying to achieve appointment as an ambassador, and later as
a minister of the imperial chapel. Liutprand needed to overcome the
memory of his disloyalty to the previous king and to show himself a
faithful servant of the ruler. To do this, he uses biblical imagery, and
also adopts rhetoric from Gregory the Great’s «Moralia in Job».

«THE PATIENCE WITH WHICH RELICS SHOULD BE
APPROPRIATED»: ABOUT SOME STORIES IN THE
HISTORY OF THE CULT OF ST. CAESARIUS OF ARLES

This article systematises the evidence from various sources on the
cult of St Cesarius, bishop of Arles (502-543). During the late Antig-
uity he was one of the main figures in the Church of Southern Gaul.
Cesarius'cult had the potential to extend beyond Provence: the bishop
was known as a wonder-worker not only in Arles, his sermons were
popular in various parts of Europe, his status as the first papal vicar
in Gaul could become an argument in foreign policy for Frankish kings
and the papacy. For the first time in the West, Caesarius developed a
Rule specifically for the ascetic community of women («The Rule for
Virgins» ) and may have laid the foundations of the normative tradition
of medieval female monasticism. However, the potential opportunities
were never realized, and the cult of Caesarius remained local. Among
the reasons are the following: the inconsistency of the bishop with the
hagiographic model that prevailed in late Antiquity, the unacceptability
for the Merovingians of his position in relation to the Arian kings, the
burial of the saint away from the tombs of the martyrs, the peripheral
status of Provence in the vast Frankish state. At the turn of the 20th-
21st centuries, an unexpected surge of interest in the bishop's relics was
caused by the restoration of his funeral vestments. The natural science
methods used in the study of sacred objects made it possible to make
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important observations in the field of material culture. Several museum
exhibitions outlined the range of objects associated with the name of
the bishop, archival work made it possible to clarify its history. These
events have become a kind of «appropriation of relics» by Caesarius of
Arles by means of the age of high technology. As a result, the bishop
is now perhaps a more famous person than during the 1500 years that
have passed since his death.

THE VOLUME AND DYNAMICS OF IVAN THE TERRIBLE'S
MONETARY DONATIONS TO MONASTERIES

The article is devoted to the analysis of Ivan the Terrible's do-
nations to monasteries. The paper undertakes an assessment of the
volume of donations to 10 monasteries in order to establish the dynam-
ics and peculiarities of the tsar's patronage activities. It is revealed that
Ivan the Terrible gave very large amounts of donations to the Trinity-
Sergiev, Kirillo-Belozersky and Joseph-Volokolamsky monasteries (tens
of thousands of rubles each), but donated less to other monasteries. The
amounts of donations show that Ivan the Terrible adhered to a certain
hierarchy of monasteries and gave different amounts of donations for
the commemoration of divers members of his family. The number and
volume of donations increased throughout Ivan the Terrible's reign, but
the death of Tsarevich Ivan Ivanovich caused a rapid growth of dona-
tions for the soul of the heir to the throne himself and for the souls of
the disgraced executed by Ivan the Terrible.

LIFE OF SHI'I PILGRIMS IN NAJAF AND KARBALA IN
THE 1977 CENTURY

The only pilgrimage as a «pillar of Islamy» prescribed for every
Muslim is the Hajj to Mecca and Medina, but adherents of this religion
make «pious journeys» to other places. Sunni Muslims recognize holy
cities that contain desirable sites to visit (for example, Jerusalem, con-
sidered the «third holy city», and the Al-Agsa Mosque located there),
however, these pilgrimages are not obligatory, but recommendatory.
Shiite pilgrimages to the land of Iraq — primarily to Najaf and Karbala,
on the contrary, have a status very close to mandatory. The first and
third Shiite Imams, Ali and Hussein, are buried in these cities, respec-
tively, in Najaf from the 18t-19*" centuries. The main center of Shiite
scholarship has been formed, and therefore the views and thoughts of
millions of Shiite believers are directed here. At the same time, the
Shiite pilgrimage, like the Hajj, is not only a purely religious action,
but also a social one. People who visit holy places receive the nick-
names «Karbelaiy, «Najafiy (as well as «Mashhadiy — after visiting
another center of pilgrimage - the Iranian Mashhad) and enjoy special
respect from their coreligionists. In this study, we will look at the life of
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pilgrims to the Shiite shrines of Iraq (the territory of which was called
«Turkish Arabiay», or «atabat») in the 19" century, because It was at
that time that the traditional realities of the Muslim world in general
and its Shiite part began to change rapidly. These changes are associ-
ated with a unique political situation (on the one hand, the presence of
Shiite shrines on the territory of the Sunni Ottoman Empire, and on the
other, the orientation of the local Shiite population towards Iran ruled
by the Qajar dynasty, both states having a semi-colonial status), and
with the rapid development of science and technology, and with a very
peculiar ideological situation. Both Iran and the Ottoman Empire un-
derwent secular reforms in the 19th century, and many significant Shia
communities lived in territories belonging to the non-Muslim states of
Russia and Great Britain.

ANTICHIRST IN BETHLEHEM? FROM VAN DER
VEIDEN TO BOSCH

In the altarpieces created in the Netherlands in second half of the
15" and in the beginning of the 15" centuries, the Adoration of the
Maygi often served as the main subject. However, in Hieronymus Bosch's
triptych, which is kept in the Prado Museum, it includes many icono-
graphic "anomalies". They arouse the suspicion that there is a "double
bottom" hidden in this image. The main clue to its interpretation is
the appearance of an ominous character in a red cloak standing at the
door of the manger. There are many versions of who this is. The most
convincing of them postulates that Bosch introduced into the scene of
the Epiphany the figure of the Jewish Messiah — Antichrist himself.
He is not to be found in any of the earlier depictions of the Adora-
tion. Nevertheless, we can trace the visual genealogy of this character.
This article shows that the group consisting of the Antichrist and of
his companions is derived from the group of men standing in the stable
doorway in Rogier van der Weyden's Triptych of St. Columba. Bosch
introduces the antagonist of the Savior into the joyous scene of the
Epiphany and creates one of the most powerful and ominous images of

enmity surrounding Jesus. This visual interpretation was unusual, but
not unique at the time. In late medieval depictions of the birth and
infancy of Christ, we find a certain number of characters that incar-
nated (Jewish) unbelief. The author analyzes how Bosch constructs his
characters and introduces into the image a series of ambivalent details
that relate them to each other but make unambiguous identification
promblematic if impossible.

The article considers the regional identification of Russia in the
European family of peoples with reference to The Table of Nations in
the context of the mutual perception of Russians and Germans over a
long time. The study is based on the theoretical principles of cogni-
tive history, historical anthropology, and imagology. The methodology
of the comparative approach involves internal and external perspec-
tives, as well as two types of stereotypes: as a rule, more positive auto-
stereotypes, or self-images, and hetero-stereotypes, or external images.
The Styrian Table of Nations (Styrian Volkertafel) published in the
Appendix is an exception in this case, since in addition to positive
characteristics, the self-description of German-speaking authors con-
tains negative characteristics. The Styrian Volkertafel as a historical
source of "grassroots" culture found at the level of the Russian popular
print makes it possible analyze ideas and stereotypes about the north-
ern neighbor in two aspects, i.e. visual, with the possibility of turning
the visual into the verbal, and textual. The article contains the first
ever published translation of the Styrian Volkertafel into Russian.

One of the most popular concepts during the Antiquity and Mid-
dle Ages was the metaphor of the body which manifested the ideas of
unity and coexistence in harmony of various parts of the whole. It
was closely tied up with the mythological imagery of protoplast on one
hand and with the conceptualization of social unity on the other, for
example, with the concept of Church as the mystical body of Christ.
Microcosm was one of the embodiments of this image representing the
idea of the indissoluble existence of the individual, his body and the
rest of the world — this concept continued to be reproduced in the
religious /philosophical texts of 14*" — 15" cc. From this doctrine of
microcosm also arose the Medieval medical theory of humors, fluids of
human body, associated with four elements, at the meantime »zodiac
man” was the equivalent of microcosm in Medieval astrology, visual rep-
resentation of a belief in the impact of celestial bodies on the health and
mental qualities of people. Finally, the metaphor of the body politic
clearly demonstrated the unity of different estates in a single body of
the state, it can be considered one of the first forms of reflection on
society and politics in the 14" — 15" centuries.

«ART OF THE WORD»: PROTESTANTS IN THE
OFFICIAL DISCOURSE OF THE FRENCH MONARCHY
OF THE 17TH_18TH CENTURIES

The article investigates how during the period from the end of the
Wars of Religion to the Revolution of the 18" century in France the
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official terminology used to name the Calvinist minority was appeared
and changed. Behind the choice of the word was the image that the
authorities impressed upon their subjects. As sources, were used royal
edicts and declarations, ministerial papers, documents of the Parlement
of Paris and of the clergy assembly, as well as treatises, dictionaries
and encyclopedias of the 17*2-18" centuries. For many years, the offi-
cial designation of the French Calvinists in all legislative acts was the
cumbersome expression «adherents of the so-called reformed religion»
which implied a resolute denial of the name of «reformed religion» used
by the Calvinists themselves. With the publication of the Edict of
Fontainebleau (1685) by Louis XIV, the term «new converts» began to
be used to name the Calvinists, indicating that now all the subjects
of the king had converted to Catholicism. The term «Huguenots» in
the 182 century ceased to be used while speaking about contemporary
realities. The evolution of religious policy of the government was ac-
companied by a change in official terminology. In the second half of
the 18th century, when the question of the need to grant civil rights
to Calvinists was discussed, in administrative correspondence between
the king, ministers and magistrates of the Parlement of Paris, they con-
stantly called adherents of other religions by their proper names and
talked about Protestants and Calvinists. But in the text of the royal
edict they were called «those who do not profess the Catholic religiony.
The terms «Protestant» and «Calvinisty were avoided by the authors
of official documents, thereby emphasizing that there was only one rec-
ognized religion in the kingdom.

REFLECTION OF THE ANTIQUARIAN METHOD OF
«OLD CURIOS PERSON» WILLIAM CAMDEN IN THE
CHURCH SLAVONIC TRANSLATION OF
«BRITAINNIA »

The article analyses the interpretation of particularities of the anti-
quarian method that was very popular among the European researchers
of the 16" century in the Church Slavonic translation of W. Camden's
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"Britannia". Created by the English antiquary this treatise was in-
cluded in the fourth volume of the most famous world geographical
atlas - the "New Atlas" of Blaeu. This volume was translated very
accurately into Church Slavonic by Isaiah, the Little Russian scribe of
the Chudov Monastery in the 1650s-1661 upon the orders of Patriarch
Nikon.

The examples of archaeology, numismatics and epigraphies were
examined. These auxiliary disciplines were just beginning to form in
Europe in the late 16t - early 17th centuries. For the Russian state
of the same period, it is not necessary to talk about a similar level
of development of these areas of historical thought, so Isaiah acted as
a pioneer, interpreting, for example, information about ancient coins,
archaeological finds, that is, artefacts.
