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НАШИ ЮБИЛЯРЫ

В этом году мы поздравляем с 80-летним юбилеем нашего до-
рогого коллегу и друга – Дмитрия Эдуардовича Харитоновича, од-
ного из тех, кто не только стоял у истоков «Одиссея» и «сектора 
Гуревича», но и продолжает хранить их дух и их идеи. 

Когда человеку исполняется 80, то помимо профессии неволь-
но думается о том, что и сама его жизнь – это живая история. За 
плечами юбиляра несколько очень разных эпох. Он – из военного 
поколения, родился в 1944 году. Нельзя не воздать дань уважения 
смелости и оптимизму его родителей, которые принимали решение 
завести ребенка, когда бои шли всего 250-300 километрах от Моск-
вы и, несмотря на сталинградскую победу, исход войны был еще не 
ясен и не близок. И, глядя из будущего, нельзя не порадоваться за 
Дмитрия  Эдуардовича,  которому  выпало  то,  что  было  впослед-
ствии названо милостью позднего рождения: войдя в сознательную 
жизнь в конце 40-х – начале 50-х, он застал сталинизм в последние 
его годы, благодаря чему, по выражению его будущего руководите-
ля А.Я. Гуревича, недолго подвергался той «зловредной радиации 
страха», которая морально и интеллектуально покалечила, а то и 
погубила множество его старших современников. И все же он по-
знал и запомнил детство в арбатских переулках послевоенной ста-
линской  Москвы,  с  коммуналками,  с  раздельным  обучением,  со 
школой,  где биологию вела жена Лысенко,  со всеми атрибутами 
культа личности, и с родителями, удивившими сына-пионера тем, 
что не плакали 5 марта 1953-го… Эпоха его детства и юности была 
и переломная – эпоха начала холодной войны и фестиваля молоде-
жи и студентов, эпоха последнего всполоха репрессий и ХХ съезда, 
–  и  вместе  с  тем  как  бы растянутая  между  самым архаическим 
прошлым и будущим: ученые уже создавали космические ракеты и 
ядерное оружие, а рядом еще, как в Средние века, крестьяне выпол-
няли многие работы вручную и допризывники тренировали штыко-
вой бой. Еще были живы люди, хорошо помнившие XIX век, – и 
уже подрастали многие из тех, кто читает эти строки сегодня, на 
исходе первой четверти века XXI. 

Потом – в те годы, когда были физики в почете, а лирики в за-
гоне, – была учеба в МВТУ имени Баумана. Перспективная вроде 
бы специальность – «Металловедение и термическая обработка ме-
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таллов»,  высоко  ценимый диплом,  поступление  в  аспирантуру… 
Но  за  все  годы  знакомства  с  Дмитрием  Эдуардовичем  –  а  это 
больше 50 лет – я едва ли хоть пару раз слышал от него какие-то 
воспоминания об учебе в  этом царстве физиков.  Гораздо ярче и 
дольше помнятся два года службы лейтенантом – кто не слышал 
многочисленных  увлекательных  рассказов  юбиляра  о  них,  тем 
можно  порекомендовать  опубликованные  им  много  лет  спустя 
«Похождения бравого лейтенанта Харитоновича». Помимо всяких 
забавных приключений во время этой службы произошли у него 
два  фундаментальных,  судьбоносных  разочарования:  Дмитрий 
Эдуардович, по его воспоминаниям, тогда (а это был 1968 год, но 
на  родину  бравого  солдата  Швейка  его,  к  счастью,  не  послали) 
окончательно разочаровался  и  в  советской идеологии,  даже в  ее 
смягченном  брежневском  варианте,  и  в  своей  специальности.  К 
счастью для себя и для нас всех. 

После этого начался, так сказать, гуманитарный анабазис Ха-
ритоновича – долгий и извилистый путь, через чтение книг об ал-
химии и о средневековой народной культуре приведший его из ме-
талловедов сначала в социологи на автокомбинате, потом в сектор 
социологии искусства ВНИИ искусствознания, а потом в другую 
аспирантуру, где родилась диссертация Дмитрия Эдуардовича – то-
же совсем другая. Речь в ней шла все еще о термической обработке 
металлов, но это уже были рецепты ковки мечей европейскими куз-
нецами Средневековья. На дворе было начало 80-х, и невозможно 
не задаться вопросом: как такую немарксистскую работу, в которой 
не шла речь ни о базисе и надстройке, ни о классовой борьбе, про-
пустили  члены диссертационного  совета?  Не  иначе,  под  воздей-
ствием взгляда василиска, посмотревшего на них со страниц этого 
интереснейшего исследования. 

И вот дорога привела Дмитрия Эдуардовича в Институт все-
общей истории. С тех пор в истории – и всеобщей, и отечественной 
– начались и кончились несколько эпох, менялись таблички на две-
рях кабинетов и силуэт города за окном, на улицах возникали и ис-
чезали люди в малиновых пиджаках или в камуфляже, белые или 
черно-оранжевые ленточки, тьма сменялась светом или наоборот, 
но вот уже четыре десятилетия идет одна и та же эпоха в живой ис-
тории, измеряемой по Харитоновичу: он пишет книги и читает сту-
дентам лекции о том, как видели мир люди давнего и недавнего 
прошлого – короли и крестоносцы, масоны и розенкрейцеры, авто-
ры веселых учебников и смешных псевдонаучных монографий… И 
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пусть так дальше и будет: это постоянство правильное, потому что 
делает он это хорошо, читатели и студенты не дадут соврать. Так 
что – до 120, дорогой коллега!

FRAUDSTERS, IMPOSTORS AND IMPOSTURE 
AS A SOCIOCULTURAL PHENOMENON

A.B. Gerstein

IMPOSTURE AS A MARKER OF THE SOCIETY’S CONDITION

Keywords:  impostors,  false-rulers,  deceivers,  society,  spiritual 
culture, everyday practices. 

The phenomenon of imposture is considered in the article in the 
context of the specific state of societies where it appeared. The author 
pays  close  attention  to  the  specifics  of  the  perception  of  medieval 
impostors  by  different  social  groups,  the  ways  of  establishing  and 
functioning  of  everyday  and  symbolic  communication  between  the 
deceiver  and  his  sympathisers,  collective  representations  of  justice, 
social order and its violations in different strata of society.  The author 
identifies various forms of imposture — claiming belonging to another 
ethnicity,  profession,  or  social  class,  creating  fake  genealogies,  and 
using  the  label  of  impostor  as  a  tool  for  defaming  an  opponent  in 
polemical  treatises.  The  goals  of  such  deception  could  range  from 
delegitimising the opponent to trying to increase one's social status or 
save one's own life. The author concludes that imposture is a peculiar 
reaction to a social crisis and simultaneously a way to bring society into 
balance and restore the ‘proper’ order of things.

HIS FAMILY

The House of Constantine the Great is one of the most significant 
imperial dynasties in the history of the Roman Empire. The history of 
this  dynasty  begins  with  the  reign  of  Emperor  Constantius  Chlorus 
(reigned 293–305 AD), but his son Constantine in 310 AD announced 
that the ancestor of the family was Emperor Claudius Gothicus (reigned 
268–270).  Most  modern  researchers  consider  this  genealogical 
construction  a  fiction.  The  study  of  the  reasons  that  prompted 
Constantine to choose this "ancestor", as well as the means by which the 
emperor reinforced this genealogical scheme, comes to the fore.

The article deals with the reports of official sources (panegyrics, 
inscriptions  and  coins)  about  the  relationship  of  the  house  of 
Constantine  with  Claudius  Gothicus,  as  well  as  variants  of  the 
genealogical scheme proposed by ancient authors. Their diversity is due 
to the vagueness of official data: Claudius was presented in them as avus 
of Constantine, i.e. either his grandfather or ancestor in the general sense 
of the word. The article also pays attention to the perception of family 
tree  by members  of  the Constantine’s  family (his  brothers,  sons and 
nephew Julian).  Sources  at  your  disposal  allow us  to  assert  that  the 
members of the dynasty agreed with the version of kinship voiced by 
Constantine, but, like him, did not comment on the very degree of that 
kinship.  In  addition,  Julian  even  tried  to  present  himself  as  a  more 
worthy descendant of Claudius Gothicus than his uncle.

MESSENGER OF GOD?». PETER THE VENERABLE ON THE 

CRITERIA FOR DISTINGUISHING A TRUE PROPHET FROM AN

The article examines a phenomenon typical of medieval spiritual 
and  social  life–the  phenomenon of  false  prophets  or  self-proclaimed 
prophets.  The  focal  point  is  the  treatise  of  the  Cluniac  abbot  Peter 
Venerable, where he clearly outlines the criteria for distinguishing a true 
prophet from a false one and endeavors to demonstrate that the founder 
of  Islam, Muhammad, was a false prophet.  The author of  the article 
illustrates that the concepts of a prophet in Islam and Christianity are 
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significantly  different  and  emphasizes  that  it  is  precisely  a 
misunderstanding of these differences that led the church writer to his 
views on Islam.

TSAR GOD CHOSEN AND NOT SELF-APPOINTED IN RUSSIA 
1666 

(THEME OF THE BLESSING OF THE KIND OF RIGHTEOUS 
GOVERNERS IN THE “SPIRITUAL SWORD” OF LAZAR 

BARANOVICH)

Keywords: Russian tsarist autocracy, House of Romanov, idea of a 
righteous  sovereign,  early  printed  book,  theological  and  political 
concept.

The  author  explores  the  question  of  how  the  theme  of  God`s 
chosen king`s power was interpreted in the book “Spiritual Sword” of 
Lazar Baranovich in 1666. The idea of the choice of God of the supreme 
ruler and the protection of God of righteous sovereigns spread in the 
culture of the Christian world back in the Middle Ages. In Russia in the 
1660s it was updated by a specific set of circumstances: church reform, 
expansion of the territory of the state through the annexation of new 
lands by military means, the absolutization of the power of Tsar Alexei 
Mikhailovich and the expectation of the End of the World. At the same 
time, the second sovereign of the House of Romanov was interested in 
additional  arguments  legitimizing  his  autocracy,  as  evidenced  by  the 
documents of the Secret Prikaz, concerning rumors about his “illegal” 
origin, and some details of the conflict between the Tsar and Patriarch 
Nikon.  The  article  shows  how  Lazar  Baranovich,  with  the  help  of 
scholastic  theological  and literary techniques,  which includes,  among 
other  things,  abundant  quoting,  creates  a  harmonious and convincing 
concept of the righteous family of the Russian sovereign, a dynasty that 
found itself at the pinnacle of power by the will of God. According to 
her,  the  sovereign  Alexei  Mikhailovich  is  not  an  impostor  and  an 
accidental minion of fate, but a God-chosen king, similar to the biblical 
David,  Emperor  Constantine  the  Great  and  other  famous  rulers  of 
antiquity. By the right of the chosen of God one, the Russian Tsar wields 
both swords of power – secular and ecclesiastical.

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AN IMPOSTOR OR A PRINCE AFTER ALL? PERKIN WARBECK 
IN BRITISH HISTORICAL MEMORY 

Keywords: Perkin  Warbeck,  Impostors,  Henry  VII,  Richard  III, 
Princes in the Tower, British historiography.

In the XVI–XXI centuries, ideas about Perkin Warbeck made a full 
circle  –  from  the  perplexity  of  contemporaries,  through  the 
unconditional  rejection of  Tudor  century,  the  first  attempts  to  justify 
Warbeck of the XVII–XVIII centuries, sentimental novels and poems of 
the  XIX  century,  scrupulous  studies  of  the  turn  of  the  XX–XXI 
centuries,  historians  returned  to  the  beginning.  Аs  well  as 
contemporaries, they distrust the official, Tudor version of events and 
admit that the real prince, the rightful heir of the Yorks, was sent to the 
gallows.

The image of Warbeck turned out to be so contradictory because 
the choice between an "impostor" and a "prince" did not always depend 
on objective, scientific calculations. Often the decision was determined 
by an assessment of the Tudor rule and of the preceding period of the 
Wars of the Roses (especially the personality and reign of Richard III). 
There  were  also  non-scientific  factors.   To  find  an  extra-political 
explanation for Warbeck's success, even under the Tudors he was turned 
into  an  immensely  charming  handsome  man,  a  victim  of  intrigues. 
Artists,  poets  and  novelists  were  happy  to  exploit  and  develop  this 
emotional component; as the historical distance lengthened, the image of 
Warbeck became more and more touching and sentimental.

IMAGINARY RICH AND FAKE BEGGARS:
 STREET SCAMMERS IN MEDIEVAL FRANCE

 
Keywords: The  Middle  Ages,  France,  the  phenomenon  of 

imposture,  professional  scammers,  cross-dressing,  royal  legislation, 
judicial practice.

The  article  is  devoted  to  the  problem  of  imposture,  which  is 
considered in relation to the daily life of marginal strata of society in 
medieval  France.  The  question  is  about  professional  scammers  who 
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acted  everywhere  and  posed  as  «decent  people»  for  the  purpose  of 
personal  gain.  The main way of such transformations was the cross-
dressing,  and  therefore  the  article  analyzes  a  few,  but  vivid  judicial 
cases that testify the use of someone else’s (often stolen) clothes to build 
a  new  personality.  The  author  notes  that,  despite  the  existence  of 
specific  criminal  cases  related  to  cross-dressing,  i.e.  stable  judicial 
practice, there was no general royal legislation devoted to this problem 
in France till the end of the 15th century. Instead of it there were only 
private legal acts, the effect of which extended only to the population of 
Paris.  This  situation  was  explained,  according  to  the  author,  by  the 
limited possibilities of the royal justice, its precedent character, as well 
as the importance of the capital not only as the center of the country, but 
also as its largest city.

SELF-PROCLAMATED PHYSICIANS & CHARLATANIC 
PHYSICIANS: RECOGNITION OF THE PROFESSIONAL 

COMMUNITY IN XVII CENTURY RUSSIA

Keywords: social  history  of  medicine,  Alltagsgeschichte,  Early 
Modern history, Seventeenth century, Russia, Apothecary Chancery.

The article is devoted to the conflicts between the corporation of 
doctors  of  the  Apothecary  Chancery  (Aptekarsky  Prikaz)  and 
representatives  of  other  medical  practices:  private  physicians,  faith-
healer, as well as the perception of such practices in the bureaucratic 
environment. The author considers bureaucratic mechanisms arising in 
the course of such conflicts, when the corporation defines a physician as 
an self-proclamated and, not considering him a part of its group, refuses 
to  recognise  his  professional  competences.  At  the same time,  private 
practice itself is not a barrier to entry into the professional community, 
and being labelled an impostor, hence a charlatan, becomes a way of 
resolving intra- and inter-group conflicts. Such conflicts are different in 
each  of  the  three  examples  with  representatives  of  different  social 
groups, but they equally illustrate the fact that a person who commits 
unconventional  actions  becomes  an  impostor  in  the  eyes  of  the 
community.

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SELF-APPOINTED FRENCHMEN AND “FRENCHMEN’S 
BROTHERS” IN 16TH CENTURY BRAZIL

Keywords: impostor, Brazil, 16th Century, allies, barter trade, 
captivity, Hans Staden, Giuseppe Adorno, Anthony Knivet.

The paper deals with the strategy that some Europeans chose in the 
16th century Brazil while finding themselves in a hostile environment. 
Being  captured  by  Indians  and  destinated  to  death  and  following 
anthropophagy,  a  German  soldier  Hans  Staden,  a  Genovese  captain 
Giuseppe Adorno and an English adventurer Anthony Knivet decided to 
appoint themselves as Frenchmen (their captors regarded Frenchmen as 
friends and trade partners). The Indians’ reaction to the declarations of 
such “impostors” (including some “tests for identity”) reveals the way 
the Brazilian Indians considered one European nation as friend and ally 
rather than another.

A  special  attention  is  paid  to  the  cross-verified  elements  in 
Staden’s, Adorno’s and Knivet’s stories. This cross-validation is mostly 
important  for  Staden’s  testimony  (most  detailed  of  all):  the  German 
author  describes  his  first  unsuccessful  attempts  to  save  his  life  by 
assuming another identity as an act of faith and a miraculous escape, so 
it is essential to distinguish the facts from the metaphors.

The  paper  discusses  the  degree  in  which  Staden,  Adorno  and 
Knivet  can  be  considered  as  impostors.  They  did  not  seek  to  gain 
something beyond what they had, just to save their lives. So they are 
more “self-appointed” Frenchmen (in the sense of self-denomination) 
rather than persistent usurpers of someone else’s identity.

MEDIEVAL HISTORIOGRAPHY

DIARIUM VADSTENENSE AND VADSTENA ABBEY

Keywords:  History  of  Sweden,  Middle  Ages,  Catholic  Church, 
monasteries, monastic orders, annals.

Diarium  Vadstenense,  the  chronicle  of  Vadstena  Abbey  (the 
principal cloister of the Birgittine order) is one of the most interesting 
narrative sources of medieval Scandinavia.  The present article focuses 
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on the  types  of  entries,  their  aims  and  their  data.  I  pay  attention  to 
individual cases, to data concerning the health and the diseases of the 
Birgittines,  as  well  as  their  age  and  death.  I  demonstrate  that  life 
expectancy of the Birgittines was high enough. Special attention in my 
article is paid to the question of the character of Vadstena Abbey.  Can 
we regard Vadstena Abbey as a mixed community of men and women, a 
so-called  double  cloister?  Or  should  we  treat  it  as  two  separate 
monasteries behind one fence? I demonstrate that Vadstena Abbey must 
be regarded as a single mixed congregation. The brethren and the sisters 
lived in proximity. Both communities were subject to Mother Superior. 
The  economy  was  common.  Both  parts  of  the  monastery  interacted 
constantly. The usual definitions – brethren (fratres) and sisters (sorores) 
were of the same type. Both communities are frequently called the same 
name – a convent, and often the expression “both convents” is used. The 
level of integration of the two parts of Vadstena Abbey was high; the 
monastery mentioned must be regarded as a single institution.

PROBLEMS OF SOCIAL HISTORY

ANDREY SEMYONOVICH BEDOV: THE SERVICE CLASS MAN 
OF KASHIN, THE MOSCOW NOBLEMAN, THE GOVERNOR, THE 

MONK, THE BUILDER OF THE WALLS OF THE KALYAZIN 
MONASTERY

Keywords: history of Russia in the 17th century, Kashinsky district, 
Kashinsky  nobility  Bedovy,  Troitskiy  Makariev  Kalyazin  monastery, 
testament, contributions to monasteries, monastery building.

The paper analyzes the life's journey of the Kashin service class 
man  Andrei  Semenyovich  Bedov.  During  the  Time  of  Troubles,  he 
consistently  served False  Dmitry  II,  after  the  latter's  death  he  swore 
allegiance  to  Prince  Vladislav,  then,  together  with  Prince  Dmitry 
Timofeevich  Trubetskoy,  he  joipapned  the  militia  of  Procopius 
Lyapunov. At the beginning of the reign of Mikhail Fedorovich, Andrei 
Bedov was engaged in the restoration of the Kashin estates and, with the 
help of a fictitious deal with the Archbishop of Tver Arseny Elassonsky, 
transferred one of the estate villages to a patrimony. In the 30s of the 
17th century  Andrei  Bedov,  having  received  the  rank  of  Moscow 
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nobleman, served as a governor in Tver, participated in the Smolensk 
War, and later held administrative positions in Moscow. Andrei Bedov 
was closely associated with the Makaryev Kalyazin Monastery of St. 
Trinity,  making  generous  contributions  to  it,  and  in  1641  he  took 
monastic  vows  there  with  the  name  Abraham.  As  a  cellarer  at  the 
monastery, he supervised the building of the walls around the monastery 
in 1644-1647 and made a large contribution to their construction. Andrei 
(Abraham) Bedov died on February 9, 1650, having distributed property, 
estates and patrimonies among close relatives, people from his circle, as 
well as monasteries and churches of Kashinsky district.

RUSSIAN HISTORY: QUO VADIS?

EVOLUTION OF DISILLUSIONMENT: 

THE RUSSIAN REVOLUTION OF 1917 WITH THE EYES OF TWO 
ÉMIGRÉS

Keywords: revolution, anarchism, the Bolsheviks, dictatorship, 
disillusionment.

The memoirs of two Russian émigrés, anarchist Emma Goldman 
and socialist Angeliсa Balabanoff, recently published in Russia, provide 
a perspective on the formation of Bolshevik power after the October 
coup  that  differs  from the  Soviet  version  of  events,  revealing  little-
known  aspects  of  the  1917  revolution.  Goldman,  deported  from the 
United States, highlighted the role of anarchists in revolutionary Russia, 
portraying  them not  as  a  chaotic  force  but  as  a  socialist  movement 
advocating an alternative to the dictatorship of the proletariat—namely, 
the development of self-government as called for by Mikhail Bakunin 
and  Peter  Kropotkin.  Like  other  opponents  of  the  Bolsheviks,  the 
anarchists were ultimately suppressed.

Balabanoff,  a  member  of  the  Italian  Socialist  Party  and  the 
RСP(b), and secretary of the Executive Committee of the Comintern, 
discussed  the  methods  of  party  building,  particularly  the  Bolsheviks' 
influence  on  the  split  within  the  international  socialist  movement. 
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Having arrived in Russia after the 1917 revolution to support the birth of 
a  workers'  and  peasants'  republic,  both  women  were  soon  forced  to 
leave, disillusioned by the policies of the Soviet state.

“I DO HAVE SOMEBODY TO HATE”: ANGER, RAGE AND HOW 
(NOT) TO EXPRESS THEM IN THE MOSCOW STATE 

UNIVERSITY MILIEU OF THE LATE 1930S AND EARLY 1940S.

Keywords: university history, history of emotions, history faculty, 
Moscow State University, history of Soviet academia.

 The article draws on memoirs, questionnaires, letters and diaries 
of  students  of  the  Faculty  of  History  at  Lomonosov  Moscow  State 
University in the second half of the 1930s and the first half of the 1940s 
to examine the practices of expressing anger, rage and similar emotions 
in  this  milieu.  Representations  of  such  feelings  are  rare  in  the  ego-
documents examined, but still allow us to draw a tentative conclusion 
about the existence of norms that provided in hierarchical relations for 
greater freedom to express these feelings ‘top down’ or ‘horizontally’ 
than ‘bottom-up’. When an expression of anger or rage was felt by the 
authors to be undesirable, they resorted to three ways of legitimizing it: 
providing a justification, placing oneself in a morally stronger and more 
empowered position, or redirecting one’s anger to a legitimate object.

HISTORY OF THE EDUCATION

THE DISCIPLINE OF LOGIC BY SOPHRONY LIKHUD AND THE 
NEW SOURCES ON ITS HISTORY

Keywords:  Sophronios  Lychudes,  teaching  of  Logic,  Moscow 
Slavo-Greek-Latin academy, handwritten sources, scholastic.
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The paper is devoted to a manuscript, which contains a course of 
Logic,  taught  in  Moscow Slavo-Greek-Latin  academy by Sophronios 
Lychudes at the beginning of the 1690s. The manuscript is housed in the 
Yaroslavl  museum  and  is  still  little  known  to  scholars.  The  paper 
describes  the  composition  (parts)  of  the  manuscript.  It  is  stated  that 
Logic  in  Greek,  which  is  presented  here,  is  an  unknown  copy  of 
Sophronios’ course so far. The manuscript is written by more than one 
hand, and relations of these to other handwritten witnesses related to 
Moscow academy are considered. The text of Logic from the Yaroslavl 
manuscript is compared to the text found in records known before in 
order to determine its place among other witnesses of this course. Both 
notes in the Yaroslavl manuscript and documents, which have become 
known recently, allow to reconsider the common dating of Sophronios` 
Logic. Features of codex put the question about how the instruction of 
Logic by Sophronios was established, and how his students worked on 
their notes, on the basis of which we discuss the course. Witnesses of 
bilingual (Latin/Greek) teaching of Logic are considered in connection 
with  this  question.
